Check prevailing wind direction and remind the fire’s supervisors to ensure they and campers are upwind to avoid smoke inhalation and sparks.
Additional precautions when extreme dry conditions prevail

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	Advice in camp leaders handbook on fires
Banning use of outdoor site during extreme dry weather
Remind camp leaders of their responsibilities at the start of each camp
Seek permission for fires from secretary or warden in drought season

Water stand pipe within fifteen metres of all sites

Ensure fire beaters are in place

Dampen down surrounding area before starting activity

Clear surrounds of dry material/tinder
Hose reels fitted to stand pipes at camp fire sites
Soak fire after use
Inspect fire pit to ensure no underground burning taking place before leaving area
