Toxic Fumes 
 Explosion causing fire through aerosol cans and other inappropriate items being placed in wood burner

Sparks and ashes from stove causing a fire

Heat from the Burner metalwork

The hood and stove front, the door handle and controls get very hot gets 
The Hood and front becoming too hot on initial lighting
	A poster in place warning of heat

Camp leader to remind campers on arrival

Place spark guard over fire place

Supervise campers and children as needed and complete individual risk assessments 
Remind all users to close the doors when dining room will be empty and at night
Only place wood and kindling on the fire from the log box.
On lighting initially- the fire should not be left unsupervised by the designated lighter of the fire until it has reached “optimum” heat and the left hand handle is pushed in.
