All sharps, knives are kept within the pantry. Those used outside for veg prep are returned as soon as finished with, and under supervision. White handled knives to remain in the pantry. 
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	No loose clothing likely to be caught in any mechanism.
Do not use the Microwave empty.  

Do not place sharps and knives in washing up water when unattended. White handled knives not to leave the pantry.
