Children under 12 must not have access to the pantry, cookhouse or the terrace behind the cookhouse.  
Children aged 12-14 must be supervised and a risk assessment carried out depending on the job they are undertaking.  

14–18-year-olds can assist in this area, with a risk assessment
Any adults felt to need supervision in those areas should have a risk assessment put in place or taken to safety away from the area.  

No later than 8pm, allow the trench oven to go out. Trench fire not to be kept in overnight or used as a social venue.
