	The Camp Leaders Handbook outlines rules for safe use of the wood burner.
There is a fire guard to be placed around fire to prevent unnecessary touching.

Fire resistant gloves provided to open and close the door and use the dampers.
Fire extinguishers present in the dining room. 

Care to be taken when lighting and loading fire that sparks / ashes do not go onto wooden floor. 

Doors to be kept closed at all times when lit.

Nothing, other than paper, cardboard and wood to be placed into the fire.
